How o pay Hawth fees

Hawth bank Accounts

We use three bank accounts to receive payments, please ensure you use
the correct one.

Hawth Gymnastics BG Account

This account is solely used to collect the annual BG membership fee
and the Hawth family membership fee. Do not use this account for your
gymnastics fees.

Hawth Gymnastics

This account is for the monthly gymnastics fees of gymnasts who train I I I
one hour a week or less.

Hawth Squads

This account is for the monthly gymnastics fees of gymnasts who train more than an hour a week.

In person

You can pay your fees in person. If you are doing this, please post your fees in the mail-box just inside the
gym on the left as you walk in. Please put all fees in an envelope marked with the name of the gymnast you
are paying for.

You can pay by cash or cheques. Your cheque needs to be made payable to either:

"Hawth Gymnastics BG Account”, "Hawth Gymnastics" or "Hawth Squads" as appropriate. Please ensure
you have made the cheque payable to the correct account for each cheque.

Internet banking
You will need your bank account to be 'internet enabled'. You will need to speak to your bank to do this.

You need to create a new recipient for payment. Please ensure you have used the correct account for each
payment!
